
You have been living in the town of Svitavy for two years. Do you think that you have already got to 
know the town well enough to tell me what you like best here?   

 
Nancy and I enjoy living here. We like the healthy emphasis on learning and culture. Schools offer an 
excellent education, students study hard and many adults are involved in continuing education. Culturally the 
city offers a steady stream of concerts, both professional performers and local choirs. I enjoy and frequently 
use the Red Library, a classically beautiful cultural building, and am looking forward to the Grand Opening of 
the new multi-venue Fabrica Center. This will serve the city well for generations and I’m eager to participate 
in activities there. The people of the town have welcomed us and so many have been cheerfully helpful.   

 
Although you have been in Svitavy for quite long many people still do not know anything about you. 
Could you tell me why you have actually come to our country and town? 
 
Nancy and I had come to the Czech Republic annually for many years before we moved here in 2006. We’ve 
led a dozen English Camps for such cities as Liberec, Dečin, Nachod, Litomyšl and Svitavy.  Three years 
ago we received an invitation from the Litomyšl Církev bratrská to move to Svitavy. That invitation, and the 
reality that English has become as important to the business world as Windows to the computer world, 
opened many doors of opportunity for us. We are here to help people achieve their English goals and 
sometimes their life goals, to serve with a local Czech team in planting a church in Svitavy, and to encourage 
friends to examine again the possibility of an intelligent creator designer...to help people find their way back 
to the God who knows and loves us.     
 
You teach at the Grammar School Svitavy. Are there any other schools you teach at? 
 
I teach English Conversation with American history and culture at the local gymnasium and a high school in 
Moravaska Trebova, and tutor many private students. I’ve taught at the Akia language school in Litomyšl, 
been a guest teacher in Ceska Trebova and in several adult education classes.   
 
Do you devote yourself to anything else but teaching? 
 
The City of Svitavy generously allows us to use the Red Library for an English club that attracts both 
teenage students and young adults. This has become an exciting part of our lives here. In addition to English 
classes I teach Bible Classes, combining English vocabulary growth with knowledge of this most important 
book. Usually the forth Sunday of each month we participate in a simple church service, also in the Red 
Library. A part of our lives is simply for friendship, to know and enjoy people. Some friendships have become 
rich and deep. Hobbies include travel, visiting historic sites in this country, and reading Czech history. My 
other important activity is staying connected with my children and grandchildren in the USA through the 
marvel of the internet communication, and occasional trips there.   
 
What is actually the "English Club" and who can attend it? 
 
We had no model for an English Club so we came up with our own ideas. Each club session is unique, but 
common features include fun active games, a circle conversation and discussion time, English music and 
some simple teaching time. Occasionally we invite English speaking guests from different parts of the world.

We can find several English Camp posters in the town (I suppose that by the time, the posters will be 
in the town).  The English Camp is prepared by you, an American team and the Church of the 
Brethren. When exactly is the Camp, who is it for and what can the campers look forward to? 
 
English Camp features a variety of sports activities, experiences in the nature of the Krkonoše mountains, 
exciting music, dramas, movies, camp fires, friendships with Czechs and Americans, and great adventures 
to remember and look forward to the following year. Campers will experience four hours a day of English, 
including idioms, grammar, reading and conversation and one famous Bible story. We offer camp classes for 
beginners, intermediates and advanced students. This summer’s English Camp will be the week of 19-26 
July at Male Upe. We have a team of ten Americans from Michigan coming to teach and a camp capacity of 
70. Last year we had room for 50 campers and we were completely filled. Many students come to camp from 
high schools and universities, but the camp also attracts adults, couples and families… and teachers. We 
even have a camp class for children, so the camp has a fun family atmosphere.
